Lesson Plan Title: Broader and Narrower 


Concept: Searching Using Broader and Narrower Terms 


Students will learn what Boolean operators are and how to use them. Students will then execute searches on the internet and learn how to combine search terms using Boolean operators.

Students will use broader and narrower terms along with Boolean operators to perform searches on their topics.
